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ROBBERY WITH SERIOUS BODILY INJURY 

For Immediate Release 
 

On February 1, 2010 at approximately 3:19 PM, a City of Vallejo street maintenance worker 
was attacked and robbed in the area of Vallejo High School.  The city worker was 
operating City of Vallejo construction equipment.     
 
The worker was operating a city owned back-hoe in the area of 640 Broadway St.   While 
passing the location an unknown subject described as a black male juvenile threw an 
object at the city vehicle.  The worker drove back to the location in an attempt to contact 
the suspect for a police response.   He exited the vehicle and was then attacked by several 
black male juveniles; eventually being knocked to the ground where he was swarmed by 
what appears to total over 40 people.  The city worker received serious injury including a 
fractured skull, fractured jaw, broken teeth, and a fractured collarbone. 
 
The Vallejo Police Department has released video taken of the event by both security 
cameras and concerned citizens.  Some of the involved individuals have been identified.  
Other subjects recorded in the video are believed to have substantial information regarding 
the incident and possible involved suspects.   
 
The released video displays the incident and possible witnesses and suspects. The worker 
can be identified wearing an orange shirt.  Good Samaritans eventually then break up the 
attack.   
 
The Solano Crime Stoppers is offering up to a $1,000 dollar reward for any information 
leading to the arrest of the above involved suspects.  Anyone having any investigative 
information please contact the Vallejo Police Department.
